The journey of Kevin Landry to Grace Notes follows a path of musical interest that entails skills developed on several instruments and a variety of musical genres, which include Old Time, Cajun, Blues and Jazz. 
His path began in the fifth grade with the saxophone and continued throughout high school. Along with learning the piano, at age fifteen, he picked up the guitar, which has proven to be a continuous concentration and the study of it has been ongoing. While focusing on the guitar, his interest in Folk Music and its origins began to grow. Around the age of twenty-one, he decided to take music more seriously and learned to read music on the guitar which involved learning the fret board thoroughly. 
However, a curiosity of how human emotion is affected by melody, harmony, and rhythm led to the study of music theory. Now, his relationship with music has transitioned from simply playing an instrument, to appreciating its function in history and society. 

Kevin discovered Doc Watson who played Old Time fiddle tunes on the guitar thus further driving his interest in Folk music and bringing him to add the fiddle to his growing list of musical instruments. He also became more interested in Cajun fiddling as a result of his newfound instrument. He has been studying the fiddle, and fiddle dominated genres, independently now for several years. 

Kevin’s strong points in teaching lie in connecting the technical side of theory to the oral tradition that is Folk music. He uses his knowledge in both areas to teach Folk and Cajun music. Kevin can provide techniques that allow access to the more elusive styles of fiddle playing that are heard in different genres of music.
